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H.Con.Res.33 Expressing the sense of Congress that the President should not initiate military action against Iran without first

Paul (R-TX) Resolves that the President should implement Recommendation 9 of the Iraq Study Group, which urges the

U.S. to engage directly with Iran and Syria and to make considerations to seek constructive results.

Declaring that it is the policy of the United States not to establish any military installation or base for the
purpose of providing for the permanent stationing of United States Armed Forces in Iraq and not to exercise
United States control of the oil resources of Iraq.

H.J. Res.14
Jones (R-NC)

A binding resolution that rejects the suggestion that any prior provision of law authorizes an attack against
Iran, and provides that absent an or a demonstrably imminent attack by Iran, any use of force against Iran
would require Congressional authorization.

Uf&ﬁi&gm To redeploy U.S. forces from Iraq. (Reintroduction of Murtha Bill — formerly H.J.Res.73, 2005-06)

H.R.353 To prohibit the use of funds for an escalation of United States forces in Iraq above the numbers

H.R.508 The Bring the Troops Home and Iraq Sovereignty Restoration Act:

H.R.746 To provide for the safe and orderly withdrawal of United States military forces and Defense Dept. contractors

from Iraq, and for other purposes — cuts funds for the war, calls for a six-month withdrawal timeline, and does
not prohibit resources for security, diplomacy and reconstruction.

H.R.770 To prohibit the use of funds to carry out any covert action for the purpose of regime change in Iran or to carry

Lee (D-CA) out military action against Iran in the absence of an imminent threat, in accordance with international law and
constitutional and statutory requirements for congressional authorization.

H.R.1346 To amend the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 to direct local educational agencies to

release secondary school student information to military recruiters only if the student's parent provides written
consent for the release, changing from a policy of “opt-out” to “opt-in.”

H.R.2237 To provide for the rapid, responsible withdrawal of U.S. Armed Forces and defense contractors from Iraq
Troop (within 90 days) and to provide for political, economic, humanitarian, and security support to Iraq. This was
Yh\ﬁ'igg@ﬁa('a MA) defeated by a floor vote of 171-225. Mass Peace Action advocated for YES votes; all members of the MA
delegation and about 40% of Congress voted YES () in support of withdrawal and an end to the war.
H.R.1591 Making emergency supplemental appropriations for the fiscal year ending September 30, 2007, and for other

Iraq Spending

purposes — increasing Iraq spending by approximately $100 billion, continuing and expanding the occupation
into September 2008. Mass Peace Action advocated a NO vote. The bill passed by a narrow margin on
3/22/2007 by a vote of 218-212 with all members of the MA delegation voting YES (X).
